® Does not require an actual medical doctor to determine if
an abortion is necessary to protect the mother’s health or if
the fetus is viable, but instead allows any “health care
provider” to make these decisions. Under Florida law,
“health care providers” is not limited to doctors so even
employees of abortion clinics who are not doctors would be

approve late-term abortions.

® While it allows for parental notification, it eliminates the
current law that requires parental consent for their minor
daughter to have an abortion.

® \Would allow abortion right up to the moment of birth,
including when a baby is capable of feeling pain with no
protections for the unborn baby.
